cheese using Sheep milk from their own
flock. The sheep are mainly poll Dorset
and are fed purely on grass and crops
grown and harvested on the farm. It is

a pasteurised, semi-hard cheese,
handmade using vegetarian rennet.

The cheese has a subtle yet creamy
taste, leaving a pleasant tangy sensation.
Sheep milk is lower in saturated fatty
acids and compared to other milks,
sheep milk also provides a reduction in
cholesterol and the provision in energy
instead of weight gain.
