Craig-y-nos Country Park, Cwm Tawe
GENERAL INFORMATION
How to get here

The entrance to the Country Park car park from Swansea is along the A4067, passed Abercrave and Pen-y-cae. Turn right, just after Craig Y Nos castle. From Brecon town, drive west along the A40 to Sennybridge, turn left along the A4067 (signposted towards Swansea) and the Country Park is after the National Showcaves Centre for Wales (Dan-yr-Ogof) on the left hand side of the road. Satellite navigation owners: type SA9 1GL.  
Craig-y-nos Country Park is a 40 acre Victorian garden with shady woodlands, lazy lawns and rushing rivers.  The Park is family-friendly with some well-made paths and flat spaces.
The signage is bilingual (in English and Welsh). 
Details of local easier access and barrier-free routes can be found in the Easier Access Guide.
OPENING HOURS:

January –December
24 hours (the car park is not locked apart from Christmas Day)
Telephones

For a land line phone, the nearest is at Craig Y Nos Castle, at their reception desk.  It is not a pay phone, but they ask for a donation. Orange customers will usually get a good signal within the Country Park Centre itself. Vodafone, Network 3 and O2 coverage can be extremely variable.  
Outside lighting
The outside paths around the Visitor Centre (e.g. from the building to the car park) are illuminated by lights switched from an infra red detector after dusk. 
MOBILITY ACCESS
Car Park

There are two dedicated disabled parking spaces available close to the Visitor Centre. To get to these spaces, bear left as you enter the car park over the cattle grid. There are an additional four places at the foot of the car park. The remainder of the main parking area is sloping and is surfaced with tarmac. It has plenty of parking spaces with laid out parking bays. 
Public Toilets
Disabled Access Toilets

There are two accessible toilets – one at the top of the car park adjacent to the main toilet block and the other is close to the Fishpond. There is ramped access to the main toilet block. The toilet near the Fishpond does have a ramp but will pose difficulties for unaccompanied wheelchair users. Internally, neither toilets have the required space on both sides of the WC.  
Male /Female Toilets and Baby Changing Room

The main ladies and gents toilets, as well as a baby changing facility can be found at the top of the car park. These cubicles are narrow and do not have grab rails fitted. All the cubicles have inward opening doors. There is a baby changing facility in the toilet near the Fishpond.  
CHANGING SEAONS café, Classroom, GEOTERRACE.
Café Main Entrance

The main entrance to the café is ramped. There is a handrail on the right hand side of the ramp (not compliant with current regulations in terms of height from the ground). There is an alternative access route from the car park which is up a flight of flag stone steps. There are two hand rails on these steps. While they are full length, they are split in two parts. Ribbed paving slabs alerting users to the top and bottom of these steps is in place. 

Geoterrace

The main terrace outside the Visitor Centre is level but has several lines of inbuilt stones laid as a mosaic giving an uneven surface along their length. There are some benches in place that afford great views up the valley. 
Classroom

The classroom has a narrow, outward opening double door with a non-standard concrete ramp. The chairs and tables in this room can be set out in various ways.

OTHER FACILITIES
The classroom is available for hire as a venue for local interest groups, private meetings or education groups to use, during opening hours. Access out of hours is available subject to prior agreement.
